Governing Board of Trustees Meeting Minutes

January 26, 2010
A meeting of the Powder Mountain West Land Owners Association 2010 Board of Trustees was held Tuesday, January 26, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Jacob’s cabin on Powder Mountain.  Those in attendance were Craig Colgate, Grady Jacobs, Jim Hoffman and Beth Partleton.  Steve Gordon joined by telephone.
The following agenda items were discussed:

1. Board of Trustee Meeting Minutes of December 31, 2009 – The meeting minutes were approved.
2. Update on Governing Documents – Since the annual meeting, the Board received comments from one land owner.  Those comments which pertain to a Weber County Ordinance for Mountain Sub-divisions are being reviewed by the Board and minor rewording of the By-Laws is being considered.  Verification will also be made with Weber County.  There were no comments on the Architectural Control Regulations.
3. PMWLOA Web Site – The web site hosting and domain name have been renewed for 2010.  The list of recyclable materials has been posted.  Final governing documents will also be posted when finalized. 

4. Signage Update – Jim Hoffman reported that he has a verbal agreement the owners of the Powder Mountain Village Condos to post a sign on their property that says “Road Closed.” The sign would only be posted in the winter months to discourage vehicles from trying to drive up Aspen Drive.
5. Long Term Parking and Road Management Committee– The committee plans to have their first meeting on January 27, 2010.

6. Fire Hydrant Inspections – Jim Hoffman confirmed the hydrants are inspected annually by Powder Mountain Water and Sewer and Weber County Fire Department.

7. Owner and Renter Information – Steve Gordon prepared a draft of the proposed Renter Information Sheet that will be given to all Owners who rent their homes.  The list can then be given to all renters to be sure they understand the rules of PMWLOA.  All board members will send their comments and additions to Steve to compile a final list.
8. Financial Update – Grady Jacobs reported that collection of the 2010 Association dues was going very well.  He also reported that the Linhart Road Restoration Deposit had been returned to the owner.  Grady proposed that we cancel/not renew several of the Association Certificates of Deposit and incorporate the funds into share savings so that we can increase our interest income via the end of year dividend on these funds.  The Board agreed.  

Grady also suggested that the Board discontinue our access to the Weber County Real Estate Data Base.  The cost has tripled in three years and would now cost $600 per year.  The Board agreed to drop the service.
