SNOWMOBILE SAFETY GUIDELINES
The purpose of this document is to establish a set of guidelines for the safe operation of snowmobiles by PMWLOA residents within our subdivision.  Top priority is to avoid any accidents or conflicts with PM Resort skiers/snowboarders and resort employees, i.e. ski patrol and lift operators.

The following recommendations include:
1. All operators should familiarize themselves with the “Utah Off-Highway Vehicle (OHV) Laws & Rules”, as well as the “Snowmobile Safety & You” manual…see website www.Utah.com/snowmobile/laws.htm
2. All operators must observe safe operating speeds throughout the subdivision.  If an operator encounters a skier, snowboarder or hiker coming towards them, they should move to the right side and allow traffic to go by.  The preferred access route will be Aspen Drive and Chapparal Drive.
3. During resort hours of operation, avoid using Slow Poke ski trail as an access route, especially in the counter flow direction.  If an alternate route is not available or practical, then limit speed to 15 mph or less.
4. At the intersection of Aspen Drive and SlowPoke, operators must slow to 10 mph and yield to cross traffic skiers, snowboards, hikers, or PM Resort equipment/machines.

5. Respect the property rights of all lot owners by remaining on groomed roads, unless you have lot owner’s permission to cross their property.
6. Park all snowmobiles in the designated area at the entrance of Aspen Drive when accessing PM parking lot or Lodge.  Snowmobiling across the parking lot to PM Lodge is not permitted.
